On January 8, 2019, the City of Cherry Valley meet for its regular City Council meeting.  Present were Mayor Adam Love, Council Member James DeWitt, Council Member Earnest Meredith, Council Member Roy Dorris and Recorder Treasurer Stacey Bennett.
Visitors: Steve Stricklin with Vanndale Birdeye Water
The meeting was opened with prayer by Council Member James DeWitt.
On a motion made by Council Member Dorris, seconded by Council Member Meredith to approve the December 11, 2018, minutes as read. 3 for 0 against 
On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Dorris to approve the Financial Statement and paying of bills. 3 for 0 against 

Street – The council request for Sid Pendley to check on the cost of having the parking lot paved 10 foot and 20 feet out from city hall and the price of chat for this area and bring back to the council for review. 
Police – Chief Jamie Walls presented quotes on the crime scene items he needs, to complete what the department needs. Chief Walls requested to purchase at camera, storm case, crime scene tape, and photo evidence markers with the estimated cost with out tax being $500.00.  Council had no objections with Chief Walls request.  Tommy Martin has been hired to work Part-Time for the police department. 
Water – Steve Stricklin spoke with the council about some issues that need to be resolved with in the city water and sewer:  
1. RPZ Valves need testing

2. Gravel Road repaired to Sewer Ponds

3. Smoke testing the water/sewer lines with the city to check for infiltration

4. Pitts Street Pumping station pumps needs replaced.

5. Discharge Chamber needs cleaned out

6. Sewer Line on Highway 42 East

7. Meters will need replacing throughout the city, to be done over time. 

8. Cat Walk for discharge chamber – to be done at a later date.

9. Master meter for the Water plant inside plant

On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Meredith to replace the pumps at Lift Station #4 on Pitts street. 3 for 0 against.

On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Meredith to have Willie Belcher do the RPZ Valve testing and pay Mr. Belcher. 3 for 0 against

Council wanted to proceed with having the gravel road fixed at sewer ponds, smoke testing, discharge chamber being cleaned out, and to start replacing the meters with in the city. 

Personnel Handbook – Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett requested to have a work session to go over the handbook to make sure it was up to date.  The council wants Stacey to get a copy to all the council and Mayor and set a work date session. 

2018 Fiscal Year Budget – Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett presented Ordinance No 167 amending the 2018 fiscal year budget. 
On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Dorris to pass Ordinance No. 167 amending the 2018 Fiscal year budget with no over spending.

2019 Fiscal Year Budget - Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett presented the third and final reading of the 2019 fiscal year budget and salary schedule.
On a motion made by Council Member Dorris, seconded by Council Member DeWitt to pass Ordinance No. 168 passing the 2019 Fiscal year budget. 3 for 0 against

Legislative Audit Supplemental findings for 2017 fiscal year Audit – Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett presented the supplemental findings as follows:
1. Court Clerk - balances remaining in the bank account were not identified with receipt numbers for cases not yet adjudicated in the amount of $2,394.40 for 2017 respectively as required by with Ark Code Ann 16-10-209.

General Fund Fraudulent Checks – The general fund had 1 check that was fraudulent hit the bank in December 2018 and 2 checks in January 2019, totaling an amount of $8,901.21.   A police report has been filed with the Cross-County Sheriff’s Office.  Funds were refunded by the bank.  Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett is also working with the Arkansas Municipal League to try and resolve this issue.  Mrs. Bennett is requesting to close the current general fund and re-open an account with First National Bank.  The bank will also need a starting amount for this account to be opened.  Mrs. Bennett informed the council new checks, and deposit slips would need to be ordered.  
On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Meredith to close the current general fund account and re-open a new account for the general fund for the city with First National Bank.  This account will require 2 signatures, with authorized signers being Mayor Adam Love, Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett and Court Clerk Terrie Hess.  This motion also allows First National Bank to transfer $40,000.00 to the new account to get it started and transfer the remaining funds once all checks have cleared from the old account. 3 for 0 against
Mayor Adam Love recognized the city council has a vacant seat in Ward 1 Position 1 (East side of tracks) and appointed Council Member Earnest Meredith to that position.  The council had no objections to this.  
The mayor also recognized that since Council Member Meredith moved there was a vacancy on the city council in Ward 2 Position 1 (west side of tracks). The council will discuss this at the next meeting. 

On a motion made by Council Member Meredith, seconded by Council Member DeWitt to adjourn.
