On March 10, 2020, the City of Cherry Valley meet for its regular City Council meeting.  Present were Mayor Adam Love, Council Member Earnest Meredith, Council Member James DeWitt, and Recorder Treasurer Stacey Bennett and Council Member Roy Dorris absent
Visitors: Jim Deadman (Deadman Sanitation), Phil Woodard (Woodard Sanitation)
The meeting was opened with prayer by Council Member James DeWitt.

On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Meredith to approve the February 11, 2020 minutes as read. 3 for 0 against 
On a motion made by Council Member Meredith, seconded by Council Member DeWitt to approve the Financial Statement and paying of bills. 3 for 0 against 

Police – Chief Jamie Walls hired William White as the animal control officer.  Mr. White has been making contact with citizens about dogs running at large.  The truck has been marked as the animal control officer. 

Visitors – Mr. Woodard will be retiring effective March 31, 2020 from the garbage collections for the city.  Mr. Woodard would like to turn the garbage collections over on April 1, 2020 to Dedman’s Sanitation.  Mr. Dedman said they will provide a trash can for each residence. Every trash container will have a serial number on them so they can be put on file to where the trash can was placed.  Each trash container is 96 gallons and trash pickup will be $18.00 a month and an additional $5.00 for each additional trash container provided.  Every water meter with in the city limits will be charged for monthly trash pickup even if no garbage is picked up.  The containers will be delivered the last week of March to the customers.  Trash pick up will still be on Thursdays and citizens need to have trash set out on edge of the road by 7:00 am for trash pickup.  The normal wear and tear on the trash can Dedman sanitation will take care of, just may be the following week after its documented.  If a trash can is stolen, damage beyond normal wear and tear, burned the home owner will be responsible.  No other trash containers will be allowed and will be hauled off if sat out by the road (this includes chemical containers, barrels, etc.). Customers with dumpsters charges will be 2 yard - $63.60, 3 yard $74.20, 4 yard $84.80, 6 yard $106.00, and 8 yard $127.20.  If dumpsters are dumped more than once a week then fees will be adjusted to meet the customers specifications needed. Billing for these services will begin on the May 2020 bill. 
On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by council member Meredith to enter into an agreement with Dedman’s Sanitation for trash pick for the city.  3 for 0 against

City Street Aid Grant – The city received a grant in the amount of $250,000.00 in January 2019.  The street overlay was scheduled to start on Monday. March 9, 2020 for the following streets - Martin Drive, Brocket Street, Beasley Street, North Railroad, Stubbs Street, Newsom, Dexter, Walnut Ext., White Drive, Halk Ave, Carwell Circle.  Mayor Love is wanting to get the road in the Thunderbird subdivision over layed if possible.  Mayor Love spoke with the Arkansas Highway Department and the city may have to pay for a portion of the over lay for the subdivision.  
On a motion made by Council Member Meredith, seconded by Council Member DeWitt for Mayor Love to use his discretion on the over lay of the Thunderbird Sub-division road.  3 for 0 against
2019 Fiscal Year Audit - Recorder-Treasurer informed the council the Arkansas Legislative Audit is in the process of the 2019 fiscal year audit for the city.  
Emergency Service Tax – On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Meredith to transfer the funds from the Emergency Service Tax Checking account ($3,187.31) to the Emergency Service Tax CD at Cross County Bank.  3 for 0 against 
1 cent City Sales Tax – The city currently has a 1cent city sales tax on the books that is split 50/50 between water and streets.  This tax will expire this year.  Council wants Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett to contact the city attorney to draw up and Ordinance to continue the tax.  The tax would not be a new tax just a continuation of the current tax with a different purpose.  The council wants tax to go towards city parks and general fund. 
Ordinance No 92 Violations Chief Walls will be getting in contact with the property owners.  
On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Dorris to adjourn at 7:30 pm. 3 for 0 against
