The meeting was opened with prayer by Council Member Roy Dorris.

On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Dorris to approve the March 10, 2020 minutes as read. 3 for 0 against 
On a motion made by Council Member Meredith, seconded by Council Member DeWitt to approve the Financial Statement and paying of bills. 3 for 0 against 

Lawnmower Lease– Mayor Adam Love spoke with the council regarding the lease on the lawnmower maturing in July 2020. 

On a motion made by council member Meredith, seconded by council member Dorris to continue with the lawnmower lease for the city.  3 for 0 against  

Emergency Service Tax – Recorder Treasurer Stacey Bennett was informed by Cross County Bank that a deposit could not be made in the Emergency Service Tax CD when she tried to combine both accounts as council requested.  
On a motion made by council member Dorris, seconded by council member DeWitt to close the accounts at Cross County Bank and to transfer the Emergency Service Checking balance and the Emergency Service CD balance in to a CD account at First Financial Bank.  The account would require 2 signatures, with the signers being Mayor Adam Love, Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett, and Court Clerk Terrie Hess-Chappell.  3 for 0 against
Sewer Debt Account – Recorder Treasurer Stacey Bennett requested to have the Sewer Debt account changed from a Money Market account to a Premium Gold Account to not have a service charge.  
On a motion made by council member Dorris, seconded by council member Meredith to change the Sewer Debt account from a Money Market account to a Premium Gold Account to not have a service charge.  3 for 0 against

2019 Fiscal Year Budget – Mayor Adam Love requested to amend the motion made on January 14, 2020 to amend Ordinance No. 169 add $11,346.00 in carry over funds to the street fund budget from the 2018 monies to cover the over budgeted items.  
On a motion made by council member Meredith, seconded by council member Dorris to amend the motion on January 14, 2020 to amend Ordinance. No 169 to add $11,346.00 in carry over funds to the street fund budget.   3 for 0 against
Visitor – Steve Stricklin and Richard McCay (R & S Equipment) purchased the car wash on Highway 1 from Ricky Lace. They have put approximately $4,000.00 into get the car wash up and running.  They are going to build 20-unit storage buildings (not climate controlled), extend the concrete on the car wash, add a bulk ice machine, and tire air machine. There will also be a BBQ food truck Thursday – Saturday.  It will take approximately 2 months to have storage buildings constructed and ready to be rented.  R & S Equipment is asking to partner with the city for Economic Development money for this project. The total project will cost approximately $185,000.00.  R & S Equipment is asking for $25,000.00 for the project.   
On a motion made by council member Meredith, seconded by council member DeWitt to have Mayor Adam Love enter into an agreement with R & S Equipment for $25,000.00.  The storage buildings must be completed and ready for rental within 6 months, and if the property is sold within 12 months the $25,000.00 is to be returned to the city.
