On July 9, 2019, the City of Cherry Valley meet for its regular City Council meeting.  Present were Council Member James DeWitt, Council Member Earnest Meredith, Council Member Roy Dorris absent and Recorder Treasurer Stacey Bennett, with Mayor Adam Love absent.

The meeting was opened with prayer by Council Member James DeWitt Jr.

On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Dorris to approve the June 11, 2019 minutes as read. 3 for 0 against 
On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Dorris to approve the Financial Statement and paying of bills. 3 for 0 against 

2018 Fiscal Year Audit – Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett informed the council the city was going through the 2018 Fiscal year audit with Legislative Audit. 
Police – Tourniquets were purchased for both units.  Chief Jamie Walls reported Red River Dodge had the state bid and the Dodge Durango for $31,187.00. The salesman said if the city was willing to wait about a month, we could get a 2020-year model instead of a 2019 model for the same price. The Durango comes with a 100,000-mile power Trane warranty or 5 years and getting $4,500.00 for the 2014 Dodge charger. Council had no objections for waiting on the 2020 model. Chief Walls requested to pay $10,000.00 down from the CV Police Savings on the purchase and to finance the balance of $21,187.00 with First National Bank for 5 years on annual payments with an interest rate of 3.89%. Chief Walls would sign the loan on behalf of the city. 
On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Meredith to transfer $10,000.00 from the CV Police Savings to Police Equipment to pay down on the purchase of the Dodge Durango.   3 for 0 against
On a motion made by Council Member Meredith, seconded by Council Member Dorris to allow Chief Walls to finance the $21,187.00 with First National Bank for 5 years on annual payments at 3.89% with Chief Walls signing on behalf of the city. 3 for 0 against
Fire – Shane will be getting some 5” hose donated to the fire department, and will need to buy the adapters.  Council had no objection to his request. Shane will meet with ISO in November to see about lowering the ISO rating from a 5 in the city limits and a 9/10 rating outside city limits.
Water – The water lines and meter sets have been installed for the subdivision.  A. W. Curtis will meet with the Highway Department on the culvert for the subdivision and the culverts on Hwy 42 and 1 B that are caved in on Wednesday, July 10, 2019.  He will be discussing the ditches being mopped out and getting the culverts that are caved in fixed.  
Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett presented the 2020 fiscal year water budget.

On a motion made by Council Member Meredith, seconded by Council Member DeWitt to approve the 2020 fiscal year budget as presented. 3 for 0 against.
City Park Complex – The park grounds will need to be Hydro seeded and will require watering.  Tripods and pipe could be installed on top of the ground and taken up and installed in the ground once the park layout was finished. Council had no objections to this request
On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Meredith to adjourn at 6:26 pm. 3 for 0 against
