On July 21, 2020, the City of Cherry Valley meet for its regular City Council meeting.  Present were Mayor Adam Love, Council Member Earnest Meredith, Council Member James DeWitt, Council Member Roy Dorris, and Recorder Treasurer Stacey Bennett

The meeting was opened with prayer by Council Member Roy Dorris.

On a motion made by Council Member Dorris, seconded by Council Member DeWitt to approve the June 9, 2020 minutes as read. 3 for 0 against 
On a motion made by Council Member Meredith, seconded by Council Member DeWitt to approve the Financial Statement and paying of bills. 3 for 0 against 

Visitor – Mr. Josh Stricklin spoke to the council about his water bill.  He explained to the council he was billed a minimum charge for zero usage.  Mr. Stricklin felt he should be charge when no water was used or the council could pro rate it and add it to a later month with usage.  The council explained it was the water department’s policy even if no water was used and the account was active a minimum charge would be billed.  
Police – Chief Jamie Walls informed the council Brain Casey had resigned his position with the department.  Due too the recent events within the city the council requested for Chief Walls to gets quotes on dash cams and push bumpers for both units.  Chief Walls purchased 3 Motorola hand held radios for the department.  
Water – A citizen purchased a piece of property outside the city limits.  The citizen was told the city could provide them water to the property.  After A.W. Curtis meet with the property owner and located the city’s water lines, A.W. said we cannot provide with property 20 lbs. of pressure which the law requires.  Discussion of a pump being placed to help supply enough pressure for the owner if the city was able to get the water line to the property.  A.W. said he would have to look in to it and make sure before he say for sure.  Council agreed if the city ran the line to the property the owner would be required to pay for it and the city would take it over after a year.
Fire – Chief Shane Bell was pleased to announce Tyler Walls has graduated from the Fire academy and completed Fire Fighter 1 & Firefighter 2, CPR certified and a First Responder.  Mr. Walls started his career as a Cherry Valley Volunteer Fire Fighter in 2014 and currently working Full Time with Marion Fire Department.  Chief Bell received a quote on an AED and the approximate cost is $1,200.00.  He requested to pay for the AED out of ACT 833 funds.
On a motion made by council member DeWitt, seconded by council member Meredith to purchase an AED and use the ACT 833 funds for the purchase. 3 for 0 against
2021 Water Budget – Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett presented the 2021 water budget.  

On a motion made by council member Meredith, seconded by council member DeWitt to approve the 2021 Water Budget as presented. 3 for 0 against
