On August 11, 2020, the City of Cherry Valley meet for its regular City Council meeting.  Present were Mayor Adam Love, Council Member Earnest Meredith, Council Member James DeWitt, Council Member Roy Dorris, and Recorder Treasurer Stacey Bennett
Visitors: Dennis Stephens
The meeting was opened with prayer by Council Member Roy Dorris.

On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Dorris to approve the July 21, 2020 minutes as read. 3 for 0 against 
On a motion made by Council Member Meredith, seconded by Council Member DeWitt to approve the Financial Statement and paying of bills. 3 for 0 against 

Visitor – Mr. Dennis Stephens spoke with the council about planting a community sweet corn garden.  He was wanting to use a piece of property owned by the city behind the post office and pole barn.  It would be at no cost to the city.  He would need a one-call done so he could be aware of any utility lines that may be in the area.  If the city is in agreeance and no restrictions from the city being allowed to let Mr. Stephens plant the community garden, he would like to work up the ground this fall.  Mayor Adam Love told Mr. Stephens he didn’t see an issue with what he was wanting to do. The city will check and make sure there is no restrictions. 
Water – AEDQ did the annual inspection on the sewer ponds and lift stations and A.W. Curtis received the letter stating what all was inspected. 
Fire – Chief Shane Bell informed the council Tanker 2 siren box wasn’t working correctly but felt it was a simple fix.  
Police – Chief Jamie Walls discussed with the council about at pit class that will be held at Tier 1 and he would like to go and be certified.  The council had no objections.  
IT Support – Chief Jamie Walls is required by ACIC (Arkansas Crime Information Center) to have a CIJIS Level 4 IT Support to work on the computers in each unit.  Chief Walls purchased a block of hours for IT Support to meet the requirements of ACIC.  Chief Walls was also required to have a departmental email address for access to certain entities and programs he needed.  The IT Support was for the police department only.  Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett was contacted by Critical Edge to set up a meeting to discuss the cities IT needs.  Chief Walls and Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett had a meeting and discussed the needs of the city.  Critical Edge will supply all computers with in the city IT Support – this will include virus protection, monitoring, windows updates, security updates, unlimited remote support, off site back-up, the Networking equipment, and city emails.  Critical Edge will contact all the vendors the city currently uses to get everything switched over for the IT Support. The cabling, cabinet, mounting racks, hardware, patch panel and installation would be a one-time fee of $3,159.46.

On a motion made by council member DeWitt, seconded by council member Meredith to accept the quote on IT Support and the cabling quote as presented.  3 for 0 against   

City Website – Ace One Technologies meet with the city regarding a website for the city.  The city will own the website and be able to make any changes they need.  They will train the city on how to navigate the website and how to make changes when needed.  The website will be able to link to any of the city’s social media accounts currently in use.  The proposal includes two (2) forms that can be fillable and once submitted with be directed to the city department’s email.  Each additional fillable form will be a one-time fee of $360.00.  Ace One will monitor and audit the website each month.  The city can add city ordinances, city council minutes, financials, holiday schedule, business information, school information, the city can add any information they wish to have on the website.  The website design is a one-time fee of $4,257.00 and a yearly SSL Certificate charge of $69.99.  The monthly hosting fee is $50.00 a month. Once the city approves and signs the proposal it will take approximately 4-6 weeks to complete. The city would be required to pay ½ down and the remaining ½ once the website was completed.
