On November 12, 2019, the City of Cherry Valley meet for its regular City Council meeting.  Present were Council Member Earnest Meredith, Council Member James DeWitt, Council Member Roy Dorris and Recorder Treasurer Stacey Bennett, with Mayor Adam Love absent

The meeting was opened with prayer by Council Member James DeWitt.

On a motion made by Council Member Meredith, seconded by Council Member DeWitt to approve the October 15, 2019 minutes as read. 3 for 0 against 
On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Meredith to approve the Financial Statement and paying of bills. 3 for 0 against 

Police – Chief Jamie Walls reported the 2020 Dodge Durango is in.  The original request was for a 2019 Dodge Durango and the salesman said if the city was willing to wait, we could get a 2020-year model instead of a 2019 model for the same price. The Durango comes with a 100,000-mile power Trane warranty or 5 years. Council had no objections for waiting on the 2020 model. Chief Walls had the back seat switched to vinyl and the floors vinyl instead of carpet and a LED spotlight installed before delivery.  The final price is $33,047.00.  Chief Walls originally requested to pay $10,000.00 down from the CV Police Savings on the purchase and to finance the balance of $21,187.00 with First National Bank for 5 years on annual payments with an interest rate of 3.89%. Chief Walls would sign the loan on behalf of the city. Since the city waited to get the 2020 Dodge Durango Chief Walls is requesting to pay $20,000.00 down and financing $13,047.00 for 3 year at 3.89% with First Financial Bank (name changed in November 2019) with Chief Walls signing on behalf of the city.  
On a motion made by Council Member DeWitt, seconded by Council Member Meredith to amend the motion made on July 9, 2019 to pay down $20,000.00 from the CV Police Savings to Police Equipment to pay down on the purchase of the Dodge Durango.

On a motion made by Council Member Meredith, seconded by Council Member Dorris to allow Chief Walls to finance the $13,047.00 with First Financial Bank for 3 years on annual payments at 3.89% with Chief Walls signing on behalf of the city. 3 for 0 against

Fire – Chief Shane Bell stated Rescue 1 should be back in service this week. The fuel tank was leaking and had to be replaced.  Chief Bell will be having a meeting regarding the cities ISO Rating on November 19, 2019 at 9 am. It will take until February or March 2020 before we could receive the results.   
Water – The city has a contract with Vanndale Birdeye Water for water services.  The contract expires on 12/31/2019 and is renewed on a yearly basis.  The council choose to have Mayor Love enter into an agreement to continue the contract with Vanndale Birdeye Water for water services.  
Street Aid – The city was granted $250,000.00 for the Street Aid project.  The Mayor meet with ARDOT for the selection of streets that the city would like to have paved.  After reviewing the plans ARDOT contacted the Mayor and the streets selected was over the amount granted and some streets had to be deleted from this project.  The city still has enough streets we can apply for more street aid after this project is finished. The street overlay should start in late spring early summer for the city.  
City Park Grant - Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett presented Resolution No 841 to allow the mayor to apply for a $50,000.00 grant for the city park.
On a motion made by Alderman Meredith, seconded by Alderman Dorris to approve the Resolution to allow the mayor to apply for the $50,000.00 grant on behalf of the city.

Recorder-Treasurer Stacey Bennett presented the 1st reading of the 2020 fiscal year budget.
Cherry Fest – Cherry Fest received a grant for Christmas lights for the city park.  They will be placing the lights at the city park in time for the Christmas holiday.
