ORDINANCE NO. 1





AN ORDINANCE TO DECLARE STATUTORY CRIMES AND MISDEMEANERS OFFENSES AGAINST THE LAWS OF THE TOWN OF CHERRY VALLEY





Be it ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas:





SECTION 1:





	That all acts, declared by the statutes of the state of Arkansas, now in force, to be offenses, or crimes less than felonies, against the laws of the state are now expressly declared to be by this ordinance in equal violation of this ordinance, and upon the conviction of any person for any such offense, he shall be punished, according to such statute.





SECTION 2:





That this ordinance shall be constructed on connection with any other ordinance of said town as amendatory there to, and for the purpose of, enhancing the punishment for crime and not to repeal any other ordinance.





SECTION 3:





	Any attorney employed by the Town of Cherry Valley, or a city attorney, if and when appointed by the Town Council, is hereby empowered to act under this ordinance, so far as may be applicable, in all manners as is the Prosecuting Attorney authorized to act under such statutes, and to receive fees accordingly in cases of conviction.
