ORDINANCE NO. 12
AN ORDINANCE, TO CREATE A FIRE DISTRICT WITHIN THE TOWN LIMITS OF THE TOWN OF CHERRY VALLEY, ARKANSAS.

Be it Ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas:

SECTION 1:


That there is hereby created a Fire District within the Town of Cherry Valley, Cross County, Arkansas.

SECTION 2:


That the said Fire District shall compose of a territory, within, the following described lines, to wit: Beginning at the intersection of State Highways No. 1 & No. 42, thence north parallel with Highway No. 1 to the Cooper Creek; thence east parallel with Highway No. 42 to the West side right way of the Missouri Pacific Railroad Company; thence South along the West side, if said Railroad right of way, to the intersection of said Highway No. 42; thence west along the center of said Highway No. 42 tot eh place of beginning.  

SECTION 3:


It shall be unlawful to build, erect or make any additions of any frame buildings, or make any frame additions to any of the buildings of whatsoever kind within the boundaries set out in Section 2 of this ordinance.

SECTION 4:


That all buildings or additions thereto erected within this district shall be of stone, brick, marble, or concrete.

SECTION 5:


Said town shall have complete and full power to tear down any building or addition thereto, constructed contrary to the provisions of this ordinance; also complete power to prevent the construction of any buildings or additions thereto when erected will be contrary to the provisions of this ordinance.

SECTION 6:


Any person, persons, partnership, or corporation desiring to construct a building within the fire district, as above mentioned, shall first obtain a permit from the town council before commencing construction of said building.
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SECTION 7:


All ordinances and parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed and this ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its passage.
