ORDINANCE NO. 18

AN ORDINANCE TO PERMIT THE OFFERING FOR SALE, OR DISTRIBUTION, WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF CHERRY VALLEY, ARKANSAS, OF LIGHT WINES AND BEER, AND TO PROVIDE FOR TAXING THE OFFERING FOR SALE OR DISTRIBUTION OF SUCH PRODUCTS, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES, AND TO REGULATE THE SALE OF “LIQUOR”

Be it ordained by the City Council of the Incorporated Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas:

SECTION 1:


The Business of offering for sale, selling, or distribution of the products hereinafter defined in Section 2 of this ordinance is hereby declared to be a privilege and the purpose of this ordinance is to impose certain privilege licenses on such business and to regulate the same.

SECTION 2:


The term “beer” means any fermented liquor made from malt or any substitute thereof and having an alcoholic content of not in excess of 3.2 per cent by weight.  The term “light wine” means the fermented liquor made from malt or any substitute thereof and having an alcoholic content of not in excess of 3.2 per cent by weight.

SECTION 3:


There is herby imposed a privilege license in the amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per annum for any person, firm or corporation or association of persons engaging or pursuing the business of offering for sale, selling, or distributing light wines or beer as defined in this ordinance.  Said privilege license shall be due and payable on the first day of July in each year or on commencing business on which the privilege tax is imposed.  Provided, that when such business is commenced on or after the 1st day of January of the year, the said privilege license shall be Five Dollars ($5.00) up to, but not including the first day of the following July.  All privilege licenses provided for in this ordinance shall expire at midnight on the last day of June each year.  Same applies to “liquor” except “amount” of same is fixed by “State” instead of Town of Cherry Valley.  
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SECTION 4:

Application for license under this ordinance shall be made to the Town Recorder who shall issue the same after approval by City Council and after the amount is paid.

SECTION 5:

Any person, firm, corporation, or association or persons violating any part of this ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be fined in any amount not to exceed one hundred dollars ($100.00).  It is further passed and declared that each day and part of this ordinance is violated, shall be deemed, and constituted a separate offense.  

SECTION 6:


In violation of any State or Federal Law this license is subject to be revoked.

SECTION 7:


For the preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the citizens of the incorporated Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, an emergency is herby declared to exist and this ordinance shall be in full force from and after its passage.
