ORDINANCE NO. 2





AN ORDINANCE, MAKING DRUNKENNESS UPON THE STREETS:  WITHIN PUBLIC PLACES ANDUPON TRAINS WITHINTHE CORPORATE LIMITS A MISDEMEANOR.





	Be ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas:





SECTION 1:





	Any person who shall appear at any public gathering, within the Town limits, of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, in or upon the streets, alleys, parks, thoroughfares, stores, or any other public place therein, or upon any train within the town limits, in a drunken or intoxicated condition shall be fined in any sum not less than ten dollars ($10.00) nor more than twenty-five dollars ($25.00).








SECTION 2:





	It shall be the duty of the Marshall of said Town who shall see or have information of any person violating any of the provisions of Section 1 of this ordinance, to immediately arrest such person and take him, or her, before the Mayor, of said Town to be dealt with according to this ordinance.





SECTION 3:





	All ordinances and parts therefore in conflict herewith are hereby repealed and this ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its passage.
