ORDINANCE NO. 20

AN ORDINANCE MAKING THE “SQUALLING OF TIRES” FROM CARS OR TRUCKS ON THE STREETS IN THE TOWN OF CHERRY VALLEY, ARKANSAS, A MISDEMEANOR AND FIXING THE PUNISHMENT THERE-ON.

Be it ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas:

SECTION 1:


Any person who shall start his or her car or truck, or who shall drive his or her  car or truck, or who shall stop his or her car or truck, in such manner as to cause “Squalling of Tires”, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction of same shall be fined a sum not less than Ten ($10.00) Dollars nor more than Twenty – Five Dollars ($25.00).

SECTION 2:


It shall be the duty of the Town Marshall of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, who shall see or hear of any person violating Section 1 of this ordinance, to arrest such person and take him or her before the Mayor of said Town of Cherry Valley, to be dealt with according to this ordinance.

SECTION 3:


All ordinances and parts there-of in conflict with this ordinance are here-by repealed and this ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after passage.
