ORDINANCE NO. 22

AN ORDINANCE TO RAISE THE TOWN OF CHERRY VALLEY, ARKANSAS TO A CITY OF THE SECOND CLASS.  TO PROVIDE FOR THE ELECTION OF OFFICERS THREE AFTER.  THE DESTINATION OF WARDS, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF CHERRY VALLEY, ARKANSAS.

SECTION 1:

That after the passage, publication and approval of this Ordinance at an election hereinafter provided for, the incorporated town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, shall be and is hereby declared to be a city of the Second Class.

SECTION 2:

That the city of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, shall contain the same area as now contained by the town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas. That said city shall be devided into three (3) wards, each of which shall have representation on the city council as is now provided for by the law for cities to the second class, and said wards shall be known as First (1st), Second (2nd), and Third (3rd)

SECTION 3:

The first ward shall embrace and comprise the following territory:  All of that territory as now contained in the incorporated town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, lying South of State Highway No. 42, and West of Second Street as extended in a Southern direction to the South boundary line of said incorporated town.


The second ward shall embrace and comprise the following territory: All of that territory as now contained in the incorporated town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, lying North of State Highway No. 42 and East of the right-of-way of use of the Missouri Pacific Railroad Company; and all that territory of said incorporated town lying South of State Highway No. 42 and East of Second Street as extended to the South boundary line of said incorporated town.


The third ward shall embrace and comprise the following territory as now contained in the incorporated town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, lying North of State Highway No. 42 and West of the right-of-way of the Missouri Pacific Railroad Company.
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SECTION 4:


The present officers of the incorporated  town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, shall be the officers to the city of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, until their successors are elected according to the provisions of Section 19-215, Arkansas Statutes of 1947, Annotated.

SECTION 5:


The fees and salaries of the officers of the City of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, shall remain the same as those now paid officers by the incorporated town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, until changed ordinance.

SECTION 6:


That after the passage and publication of this Ordinance, the same shall be submitted to the vote of the qualified electors of the town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, at at special election to be called by a proclamation of the Mayor, and if a majority of the qualified electors voting in said election, vote in favor of this ordinance, a certified copy hereof shall be filed with the Secretary of State, thereupon the town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas shall be deemed to be a city of the second class.

SECTION 7:


Whereas, it is necessary for the efficient administration of the municipal government of the town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, that it should have the powers of the second class city, and whereas, a delay in raising the classification will result in the loss of many benefits that can be derived at this time from the higher classification, an emergency is declared to exist and this ordinance being necessary to preserve the public peace, health and safety, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.
