ORDINANCE NO. 26

AN ORDINANCE TO CONTROL PARKING ON HALK STREET EXTENDED.  THIS STREET LIES BETWEEN MISNER’S STORE ON THE SOUTH AND COOPER’S STREET.  IT HAS BEEN USED FOR TRAFFIC FOR THE LAST 30 YEARS BUTHAS NEVER BEEN DEDICATED.

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Cherry Valley.

SECTION 1:

It is hereby declared to be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to park at any time on the south side and only parallel parking on the north side of Halk Street Extended, between Highway Street and Front Street.

SECTION 2:
The council finds that parking on both sides of this street is a traffic and a fire hazard. Proper parking signs will be erected. With this existing emergency this ordinance shall be in force and effect form and after its passage.

SECTION 3:


Any person violating Section 1 of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor shall be subject to a fine not exceeding $1.00 for the first offense, and a fine not exceeding $10.00 for each additional offense.
