ORDINANCE NO. 5


AN ORDINANCE GRANTING TO THE ARKANSAS POWER & LIGHT COMPANY, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, THE RIGHT TO ERECT, MAINTAIN, EXTEND AND OPERATE A SYSTEM FOR THE DISTRIBUTION OF ELECTRIC ENERGY TO THE TOWN OF CHERRY VALLEY, ARKANSAS, AND THE INHABITANTS THEREOF.



Be it ordained by the Town Council of the incorporated Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas as follows:

SECTION 1:


 That the Arkansas Power & Light Company, (hereinafter termed the “GRANTEE”) its successors and assigns, shall have the exclusive right, privilege, and authority in the present and future corporate limits in the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, (hereinafter termed the (“GRANTOR”) and the additions thereto of erecting, maintaining, extending and operating over, under, upon and across the streets and alleys of the Town of Cherry Valley and electric distribution system for the purpose of conveying, selling and distributing electric energy to the GRANTOR and the inhabitants of the Town of Cherry Valley for light, heat, power and other purposes for which electricity may now or during the life of this franchise be used and the GRANTEE for such purpose may enter upon any and all of the streets, alleys, avenues, bridges and public ground belonging to or under control of said town for the purpose of erecting its poles, wires, stubs, anchors, and all other apparatus, and appliances and the stretching of its wires and laying conduits.

SECTION 2:


All poles, wires, stubs, anchors, and all other apparatus and appliances shall be located as directed by the Town Council or its authorized representative and shall be placed in alleys as far as practicable, and the GRANTEE, its successors and assigns, shall replace and repair at its own expense, all streets, alleys, avenues, bridges and public ground which it may enter upon for the purpose herein contemplated, and shall restore such places to as good a condition, as they were in originally.

SECTION 3:

The right and privilege hereby granted shall exist and continue from passage and publication of this ordinance, until terminated in accordance with provisions of section Forty-four (44) of act 324 of the 1935 acts of the state of Arkansas.

SECTION 4:

The rates which are to be charged for electric energy hereunder shall be fair and reasonable and during the life of this franchise the Town of Cherry Valley shall have the same rates as are applied to other towns of similar size and nature served from transmission system of grantee. 

SECTION 5:


In the construction, repairing and operating of said electric distribution system, said grantee, its successors and assigns, shall use every reasonable and proper precaution to avoid damage or injury to persons or property, and shall hold and save harmless the said Town from damage, injury, loss or expense caused by the negligence of the GRANTEE, its successors or assigns, or their agents, servants, or employees, in constructing, repairing and operating said system or in repaving or repairing any streets, avenues, alleys, bridges, or other public grounds.

SECTION 6:


The GRANTEE, its successors and assigns shall at all times keep its poles, wires, conduits, stubs, anchors and all other apparatus and appliances in a good state of repair, and shall conform to such practices and install such safety appliances and equipment as may be in keeping with the best usage and practice in cities of similar size in this state during the life of this franchise.

SECTION 7:

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its publication and all ordinances in conflict with same are hereby repealed, provided that the terms of this ordinance shall be accepted by the GRANTEE with in thirty days after its passage and publication.

ORDINANCE NO. 6


AN ORDINANCE FIXING AND ESTABLISHING THE AGGREGATE AMOUNT OF LICENSE FEES, CHARGES AND SPECIAL TAXES DUE TO THE CIYT OF CHERY VALLEY FROM ARKANSA POWER & LIGHT COMPANY, WHICH AMOUNT WILL BE ACCEPTED BY THE CITY IN LIEU OF ALL SUCH TAXES EXCEPTING AD VALOREM TAXES AND AUTOMOBILE LICENSE, AND AUTHORIZING RATE SCHEDULES FOR STREET LIGHTING AND OTHER MUNICIPAL USES OF ELECTRICITY AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

Whereas, the Arkansas Power & Light Company (hereinafter sometimes referred to as the “Power Company”) is duly authorized by franchise ordinance heretofore enacted to operate an electric distribution system in the City of Cherry Valley, Arkansas (hereinafter sometimes referred to as the “City”) and said electric distribution system and appurtenances thereto the City of Cherry Valley and the inhabitants thereof residing in said City, and 

Whereas, the Arkansas Power & Light Company is now occupying the streets and alleys of the City of Cherry Valley for the purposes of operating, maintaining, and extending its electric service to the City and the inhabitants and consumers residing in said City, and is supplying to the City electric service for street lighting purposes other municipal uses, and

Whereas, the City is entitles to receive such just and reasonable taxes from the Arkansas Power & Light Company which City may lawfully impose and the Company is entitles to receive reasonable payment for services received by the city.

Now therefore, be it ordained by the Council of the City of Cherry Valley, Arkansas that:

SECTION 1:

Power Company shall pay the City each year, commencing with the effective date of this ordinance, the sum of (A) and (B) as follows:

(A) The sum of,  $198.00 annually, payable, quarterly, in advance.

(B) 2% if the preceding calendar year’s gross electric revenue

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SECTION 1: (continued)

Excluded, shall by those covered in Section 2 hereof.

It is expressly agreed and understood by the City that said payment shall constitute and be considered as complete payment and discharge by the Power Company of all license fees, charges, impositions or taxes, (other than automobile license fees, special millage taxes, and the general ad valorem taxes) which are now and might in the future be imposed by the City under authority conferred upon the City by law.

SECTION 2:


Electricity furnished the City for street lighting and other purposes shall be paid by the City in accordance with the applicable rate schedules of the Power Company now on file and? or as they may in the future be filed by the Power Company and approved by the Arkansas Public Service Commission.  The Power Company shall have the privilege of crediting any amount due City with any unpaid balances due said Power Company for electric service rendered to said City.  It is expressly agreed and understood between the City and Power Company if any licenses, charges, fees, impositions or taxes (other than automobile license fees, special millage taxes, and general ad valorem taxes) be charged, imposed, or levied by the City of Cherry Valley in the future, then in such event the obligation of the Power Company set forth in section ], hereof, to pay the City the annual sum of $198.00 plus 2% annually of the gross electric revenues (excluding industrial and municipal) shall immediately terminate.

SECTION 3:

Nothing herein contained shall be construed as giving the Power Company and rights or privileges in addition to those already enjoyed or owned by said Company, nor shall it affect any prior or 

Existing, rights of the Power Company to maintain and operate an electric distribution system within said City.

SECTION 4:


This ordinance shall remain in effect for a term of five (5) years and for successive periods of year each unless and until cancelled not more than six (6) months or less then three (3) months prior to the expiration of the original term or any anniversary thereof.
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SECTION 5:

All other ordinances, agreements, and parts of ordinances and agreements in conflict with the provision of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 6:

Said Power Company shall have thirty (30) days from and after its passage and approval to file its written acceptance of this ordinance with the City Clerk and upon such acceptance being filed, this ordinance shall be considered as taking effect and being in force and after the first day of January 1947.

ORDINANCE NO. 7

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE BETTER REGULATION OF LICENSES, IN THE TOWN OF CHERRY VALLEY, ESTABLISHING CERTAIN LICENSES, FIXING TIME FOR PAYMENT, AND PROVIDING PENALTY FOR VIOLATION FOR THE PURPOSE OF RAISING REVENUE TO DEFRAY THE EXPENSES OF POLICE FORCE, FIRE PROTECTION AND GENERAL REVENUE.

BE ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas.

SECTION 1:

It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation in the Town of Cherry Valley to engage in, exercise or pursue any of the following lines of business without first having obtained and paid for a City License therefore, from the Town Recorder, the amounts of which City License are hereby fixed in this Ordinance.

SECTION 2:

The licenses as provided in this ordinance shall cover a period of twelve (12) months beginning January 1st of each year, except as to a semi-annual license as hereinafter defined, and shall be fixed for the businesses and occupations in the amounts as follows, to wit:

SECTION 3:


Application for license under this ordinance shall be made to the Town Recorder, in sriting, upon blanks to be furnished by the Town Recorder.

SECTION 4:


All licenses provided for under this ordinance shall be issued by the Town Recorder and shall be for one (1) year, expiring January 1st of the following year of issuance, provided, that any new business or occupation beginning July 1st or at a later date in any year, may be issued a license for six (6) months, which license be one-half (1/2) of the regular annual license and shall be paid for in advance. 

SECTION 5:


Any person, firm or corporation violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be fined any sum not more than double the amount of the fee provided for the license that the offender should have not paid, and each day violation continued shall constitute a separate offense. 

SECTION 6:

All ordinances and parts of ordinances in direct conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, provided this ordinance does not revoke any ordinance requiring a license fee not required herein.
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SECTION 7:


This ordinance being necessary for the immediate preservation of public peace, health and safety, shall take affect and be in force from and after January 1st, 1948.  Adopted and approved this 1st day of December, 1947.

ORDINANCE NO. 8

AN ORDINACE, FIXING THE FEES AND LICENSES, FOR THE OPERATION OF MOTOR VECHILES, IN THE TOWN, OF CHERRY VALLEY, ARKANSAS, AND PROVIDING PENALTY FOR VILOATION.

Be it ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas.

SECTION 1:


It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to operate any motor vehicle within corporate limits of said Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, without first having obtained and paid for a city license therefore from the Town Recorder, the amount of which city license are herby fixed in this ordinance.

SECTION 2:


The license are provided in this ordinance shall cover a period of twelve (12) months beginning January 1st of each year, except as to a semi-annual license as hereinafter defined, shall apply and be paid annually hereafter, and shall be fixed for the motor vehicles as follows: to wit:

Trucks------------------------------------------- $3.50

Passenger Automobiles------------------------$3.50

SECTION 3:


Application for license under this ordinance shall be made to the Town Recorder in writing upon blanks to be furnished by the Town Recorder.

SECTION 4:


All licenses provided under this ordinance shall be issued by the Town Recorder and shall be for one (1) year, expiring on January 1st of the following year of issuance, provided that the owner of any motor vehicle becoming subject to the license provided for herein, on or after July 1st of any year, shall only be required to have license for a period of six (6) months, which license shall be one-half (1/2) of the regular, annual license and shall be paid for in advance and apply to January first following the issuance thereof.
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SECTION 5:

Any person, firm or corporation violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be fined any sum not more than double the amount of the fee provided for the license that the offender should have paid, and each day violation is continued shall constitute a separate offense.

SECTION 6:


All ordinances and parts of ordinances in direst conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, provided this ordinance does not revoke any ordinance requiring a license fee not required herein.

SECTION 7:

This ordinance being necessary for the immediate preservation of public peace, health and safety, shall take effect and be in force from and after January 1st, 1948.

ORDINANCE NO. 9

AN ORDINANCE TO PROHIBIT DOGS FROM RUNNING AT LARGE, IN THE TOWN OF CHERRY VALLEY, ARKANSAS, EXCEPT SUCH DOGS AS HAVE BEEN VACCINATED AGAINST RABIS, AS HEREIN PROVIDED FOR AND PROVIDING A PENALTY FOR VIOLATION.

Be it Ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas.

SECTION 1:

That hereafter it shall be unlawful for any dogs to run at large in the corporate limits of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, except as to such dogs that have been vaccinated against rabies, as hereinafter provided.

SECTION 2:

The vaccination of dogs against rabies, as mentioned in Section 1 herein, shall be done at least once annually.

SECTION 3:

All dogs found running at large within corporate limits of the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, who have not been vaccinated against rabies as herein provided, shall be killed by the Town Marshall, and all persons knowingly allowing such dogs to run at large in the Town of Cherry Valley, Arkansas, shall be fined Ten Dollars ($10.00).

SECTION 4:


This ordinance being necessary for the immediate health and safety of the public, shall take effect and be in force from and after its passage, May 1st, 1948.
